Summer Course Descriptions

Department of the Bible

BIBL 121 - Galatians (1 Credit): A study of great charter of Christian liberty from all oppressive theologies of salvation by human effort, and the great affirmation of the unity and equality of all believers within the church of Jesus Christ. 

BIBL 211 - Minor Prophets  (2 Credits): A survey of the theme, plan, and practical applications found within each book of minor prophets.  Historical, theological, and prophetical considerations are also examined.

BIBL 212 - Major Prophets  (2 Credits): A survey of the theme, plan, and practical applications found in each book of major prophets.  Historical, theological, and prophetical considerations are also examined.

BIBL 221 - Ephesians  (1 Credit): A course which expresses praise for the unity and blessings shared by all believers in Christ.  The theme of the privilege and responsibility of being a Christian are developed.
Department of History

HIST 104 - Survey of Israel’s History I (2 Credits): A study of Israel’s history from Abraham to Ruth, and the times of the Judges.

HIST 105 - Survey of Israel’s History II (2 Credits): A study of Israel’s history from Samuel to the restoration.

Department of Theology

THEO 110 - Fruit of the Spirit (1 Credit): A study of the scriptures concerning the Fruit of the Holy Spirit in both the Old and New Testament.

THEO 114 - Spirit, Soul and Body  (1 Credit): A course that examines the three-fold nature of man, and God’s dealings with each area of the spirit, body and soul.

THEO 119 - The Person of the Holy Spirit  (1 Credit): A study of the Holy Spirit, emphasizing the Holy Spirit as a person, and concerning the nature of the Bible.

THEO 131 - Blood Covenant  (1 Credit): A course that discusses what covenant means and how God entered into covenants with man in the Old and New Testament.
